EVENTS DIRECTOR DUTIES 

o Oversees the scheduling and planning of each event and filling of volunteer roles 

o Books event venues when required, obtains park permits when required 

o Follows event plan to have each event scheduled accordingly: who for, when, where, 

why, what event, and how (marketing, volunteers, logistics, etc.) 

o Find event coordinator for larger events: summer/ fall festival, community clean up, 

membership drive, etc. (work with membership director) 

o Submits budgets and receipts to Treasurer for planned events 

o Events overseen:  

▪ Easter Egg Hunt, Saturday of Easter weekend, 10am-12pm 

▪ Summer Festival, third Saturday of August (potentially Fall/Autumn Festival third 

Saturday of September) 

▪ Membership drive, every Saturday of determined month, May or April 

▪ Community clean up, city sponsored event, Saturday or Sunday in June 

▪ Parade of Garage Sales, first weekend of June, 9am-5pm each day
